VI. SUMMARY

The expert panel reviewed all the documents submitted as part the evaluation process of the
Rehabilitation Study Field, Physiotherapy Study Programme, 1st cycle of studies (3 years) at
Klaipédos valstybiné kolegija, leading to a Professional Bachelor in Health Sciences, professional
qualification of Physiotherapist, including the self-evaluation report. An onsite, in-person visit
was held on the 10th of November 2022. The members of the panel were immensely grateful for
the warm welcome, and for the openness and honesty of all the participants, and for addressing
all the questions.

The task of the expert panel was to read the papers submitted, especially the Self Evaluation
Report, and to connect the evidence, to get a better understanding of the work that is done within
the physiotherapy study programme at the Klaipédos valstybiné kolegija. The preparation of the
self-evaluation report was important and helpful.

The aim of the Physiotherapy study programme at Klaipédos valstybiné kolegija is to train highly
qualified physiotherapy specialists who can provide personal health care services to clients of
different ages, either independently or as part of a team of rehabilitation specialists, including
the assessment of functional and physical conditions, treatment with movement and physical
factors, prevention and the promotion of healthy lifestyles. The general overall impression of the
study programme is positive and is based on the feedback received from all those involved in the
meetings, including the program leaders, staff/teachers, students, alumni, and social partners.
The expert panel was collectively disappointed that despite being capable of speaking and
conversing in English, attendees to the meeting chose not to speak in English.

The expert panel finds that the programme conforms to the general needs and expectations of
society, especially in the region of Klaipeda, and that there is a strong link to society. However,
the programme is very poorly linked to a wider international market and internationalisation is
not viewed as an essential contribution to the quality of the programme. Whilst this may serve
the purpose of the programme om a local level, the external panel notes that it is limiting for the
graduates.

The study aims, outcome and content of the physiotherapy study programme meet the needs of
the Lithuanian labour market, and specifically appear to address the local context of the region.
The learning outcomes are not written in a manner that is universally understood, and this places
the graduates at a disadvantage when seeking the recognition of their qualifications in a foreign
jurisdiction. The programme is also not structured in a modular format and attention must be
given to remain contemporary.

The link between studies and science on a research level was seriously hampered by the Covid-
19 pandemic, and this is understandable. However, the external panel perceived a general apathy
towards research.

Student admission and support processes demonstrate academic flexibility with implemented
and well-established support systems for the students. The low admission score requirement for
studying on state non-funded places does not appear to reap benefit.

The College demonstrates a very strong social responsibility particularly in the manner it
addressed vulnerable students. Ensuring access to study for socially vulnerable groups and



students with special needs seems to be a priority for the College community and the external
panel was impressed by this.

The teaching stafflevels are adequate and a majority of the academic members in the programme
have a physiotherapy education background. These teachers are not members of the national
physiotherapy association which would be beneficial for national and international exposure.

The facilities and learning resources for theoretical lectures are adequate for small numbers of
students. Despite a very positive approach towards the inclusion of vulnerable groups, access
remains problematic especially for wheelchair users.

The procedures for quality management are implemented, and the conditions created to ensure
evaluation by including stakeholders actively is noted, however more needs to be done to
formalise the process in terms of transparency.

This final report reflects the findings of the expert panel and offer recommendations to continue
evolving. This is fundamental. Quality assurance as a process is irrelevant without quality
enhancement, at all stages. Quality assurance demands that a system of recognised procedures
to establish standards, as well as means of reaching these standards, be in place. But not taking
deliberate action to continually improve education programmes, and practices, would render
quality assurance an orphan. This is important especially in the context of the recommendations
that are made, and that need to be addressed in a timely manner.

These are a few of the key strengths that we wish to highlight:

Eksperty komisija iSnagrinéjo visus dokumentus, pateiktus vertinant reabilitacijos studijy
krypties pirmosios pakopos (3 mety) Kineziterapijos studijy programag Klaipédos valstybinéje
kolegijoje, kurig pabaigus suteikiami Sveikatos moksly profesinio bakalauro kvalifikacinis
laipsnis ir Kineziterapeuto profesiné kvalifikacija, jskaitant ir savianalizés suvestine. 2022 m.
lapkricio 10 d. buvo asmeniSkai apsilankyta vietoje. Eksperty komisijos nariai buvo nepaprastai
dékingi uz Siltg priémima, visy dalyviy atviruma ir nuosirdumg, taip pat uZ tai, kad buvo atsakyti
visi klausimai.

Eksperty komisija sieké susipaZinti su pateiktais dokumentais, visy pirma, su savianalizés
suvestine, ir susieti jrodymus, kad geriau suprasty Klaipédos valstybinés kolegijos
Kineziterapijos studijy programos vykdyma. Savianalizés suvestinés rengimas buvo svarbus ir
naudingas.

Kineziterapijos studijy programos Klaipédos valstybinéje kolegijoje tikslas - rengti aukstos
kvalifikacijos kineziterapijos specialistus, galinc¢ius savarankiskai arba reabilitacijos specialisty
komandoje teikti asmens sveikatos prieZituros paslaugas jvairaus amZiaus klientams, jskaitant
funkciniy ir fiziniy bukliy vertinimg, gydyma judesio ir fiziniais veiksniais, prevencijg ir sveikos
gyvensenos skatinima. Bendras jspidis apie studijy programg apskritai yra teigiamas ir
grindZiamas visy susitikimuose dalyvavusiy asmeny, jskaitant programos vadovus, darbuotojus
ir (arba) déstytojus, studentus, absolventus ir socialinius partnerius, atsiliepimais. Eksperty
komisija bendrai nusivylé tuo, kad dalyvave susitikime asmenys, nors galintys kalbéti ir
susikalbéti angliskai, nusprendé nekalbéti angly kalba.

Eksperty komisija mano, kad programa atitinka bendruosius visuomenés, ypa¢ Klaipédos
regiono, poreikius ir lukescius, ir kad palaikomas stiprus rysys su visuomene. Taciau programa
labai menkai susijusi su platesne tarptautine rinka, o tarptautiSkumas nelaikomas esminiu
indéliu j programos kokybe. Nors tai gali pasitarnauti programos tikslui vietos lygmeniu, iSorés
eksperty komisija pazymi, kad tai riboja absolventus.

Kineziterapijos studijy programos tikslai, rezultatai ir turinys atitinka Lietuvos darbo rinkos
poreikius ir yra orientuoti j vietos situacija. Studijy rezultatai néra surasyti taip, kad juos
suprasty visi, todél absolventai atsiduria nepalankioje padétyje, kai siekia, kad jy kvalifikacija
biity pripaZinta uzsienio jurisdikcijoje. Programa taip pat néra moduliné, todél reikia atkreipti
démes;j j tai, kad ji iSlikty SiuolaikiSka.

Suprantama, kad koronaviruso pandemija labai apsunkino studijy ir mokslo susietuma
moksliniy tyrimy lygmeniu. Taciau iSorés eksperty komisija pastebéjo bendra abejinguma
moksliniams tyrimames.

Studenty priémimo ir paramos procesai pasizymi akademiniu lankstumu su jdiegtomis ir
nusistovéjusiomis paramos studentams sistemomis. Neatrodo, kad mazas stojamasis balas
stojant j valstybés nefinansuojamas vietas duoda naudos.

Kolegija demonstruoja labai didele socialine atsakomybe, ypac¢ dél to, kaip ji sprendZia
pazeidZiamy studenty problemas. Atrodo, kad studijy prieinamumo uZtikrinimas socialiai
paZeidZiamoms grupéms ir specialiyjy poreikiy turintiems studentams yra Kolegijos
bendruomenés prioritetas, ir tai padaré jspudj eksperty komisijai.



Déstytojy skaicius yra pakankamas, dauguma programos akademiniy darbuotojy igije
kineziterapijos i$silavinima. Sie déstytojai nepriklauso Lietuvos kineziterapeuty draugijai, o tai
biity naudinga nacionaliniu ir tarptautiniu mastu.

Teorinéms paskaitoms skirtos priemonés ir mokymosi istekliai yra tinkami nedideliam studenty
skaiciui. Nepaisant labai pozityvaus poziirio j paZeidZiamy grupiy itraukima, prieiga vis dar yra
problemiska, ypac neijgaliyjy veZiméliais vaZinéjantiems Zmonéms.

Kokybés valdymo proceduros yra igyvendinamos ir pazymima, kad sudarytos salygos uztikrinti
vertinimg aktyviai jtraukiant suinteresuotgsias $alis, taCiau dar reikia daug ka nuveikti, kad
procesas buty oficialiai jtvirtintas uztikrinant skaidruma.

Sioje galutinéje ataskaitoje pateikiamos eksperty komisijos isvados ir rekomendacijos, kaip
toliau plétoti Sig sritj. Tai labai svarbu. Kokybés uZtikrinimas kaip procesas neturi reikSmés, jei
kokybé néra gerinama visuose etapuose. Kokybés uztikrinimu siekiama jdiegti pripaZinty
procediiry sistema, skirtg nustatyti standartus bei priemones Siems standartams pasiekti. Ta¢iau
nesiimant sgmoningy veiksmy nuolat tobulinti Svietimo programas ir praktika, nebiity galima
uztikrinti kokybeés. Tai svarbu, ypac atsiZvelgiant i pateiktas rekomendacijas, j kurias turi buti
reaguojama laiku.
